What is Palliative care?

Palliative Care emphasises the achievement of the best possible quality of life for people with cancer or a life limiting illness.

Who is the service for?

The service is for carers who are caring for a person living in the Borough of Croydon with a prognosis of life limiting illness (6 months or less).

What can you expect?

The Crossroads Palliative Respite Service will provide individually tailored, compassionate support, free of charge (8 hours per week funded by Croydon PCT) to carers.  This will enable the person with palliative care needs to remain in their own home for as long as possible, and with the choice of dying at home.   A fully trained Care Support Worker will take over the caring tasks enabling the carer a much needed break.

We work closely with carers, district nurses and healthcare professionals to ensure that all the clients’ needs are met. 
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How can the service help the carer?

The service can provide:

· Practical and emotional support

· Regular breaks during the day

· Evening breaks

· Overnight care service

· Personal care

· Preparation of meals

· Taking the person with care needs out

· Administering medication.
